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First-Fill® Material is a light cure temporary restorative filling material suited for temporary restorations; for
onlays and inlays and reline material for prefabricated temporary crowns and bridges made of methacrylate
and polycarbonate materials.

First-Fill Temporary Filing Material remains elastic after curing. Removal is quick and simple-even if there
are minor undercuts to the preparation. First-Fill temporary filling material eliminates damage to the
preparation's margins.

Instructions for using First-Fill temporary filling material:

. Isolate tooth with cotton rolls to ensure tooth is dry (wedges and a matrix may be applied if necessary).
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Clean preparation with air/water syringe if necessary and dry.
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Place desired amount amount of First-Fill temporary filling material onto mixing pad and cover until ready
to use.
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Manipulate material into cavity preparation and contour with a spatula or any blunted instrument. If
material sticks to instrument, slightly wet instrument with light cure bonding material (.. Bond-1*
bonding agent).
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Light cure First-Fill for 40 seconds with light gun. Larger restorations may reqire additional light curing,
40 seconds per section. Material has a 5mm depth of cure.
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Remove matrix and check occlusion.
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First-Fill temporary filling material may be adjusted with silicone rubber points or round burs. Excess may
also be removed with a scalpel blade.
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First-Fill temporary filing material usually stays in place with standard inlay preparations. If additional
retention is necessary, First-Fill temporary fillng material may be cemented with a eugenol-free cement.
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If desired, a light cured composite may be used over First-Fill temporary filling material for the occlusal
portion of the temporary. Light cure the composite together or separate from the First-Fill temporary filling
material layer.

PRECAUTIONS:

First-Fill temporary filling material should be stored at room temperature (74F or 22°C). Refrigerate larger
quantities until needed. Do not expose to light. Material is light sensitive. First-Fill temporary filing material
has a 2 yr. shelf life. Do not use after expiration date.

If using a light cured base or lining materials in the cavity preparation, isolate them with Vaseline or other
separating medium to prevent First-Fill temporary filling material from bonding to them.

First-Fill temporary filling material is not suitable for full crowns and bridges. Do not use zinc oxide eugenol
cements or materials in conjunction with First-Fill temporary filing material as they may inhibit the
polymerization of First-Fill temporary filling material.
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
