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Indications:
1. Quell™ Desensitizer is ideal for use on exposed, sensitive dentin surfaces, especially cervical erosions.

2. Quell can be used under amalgams or crowns and bridges where conventional cementation (zinc
phosphate, glass ionomer, etc.) is used.

3. Quell can be used to treat crown preps prior to temporization to eliminate sensitivity.
4. Quell can be used prior to or after vital tooth bleaching.

Instructions for Use of Quell Desensitizer

. Clean and dry the tooth area to be treated. (This step is optional and the purpose is to dehydrate the
superficial layer of sensitive dentin surface).

2. Squeeze a few drops of Part A solution into a well A. Soak a disposable applicator with the solution in
the well and rub the sensitive tooth surface gently for about 5-10 seconds.
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. Repeat Step 2 for two more times and keep the surface wet.
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Squeeze a few drops of the Part B solution into a well B. Soak a new disposable applicator with the
Part B solution and rub the Part A treated surface for 5-10 seconds again.
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. Repeat Step 4 for two more times. (Spitting after application is OK but do not rinse).
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Afterward, avoid eating or drinking for 15 min.
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If the procedure is used prior to placing a restoration, air dry the surface and proceed with the
restoration.

NOTE: Placing Quell Desensitizer on a surface to be bonded will result in a weakened bond strength.
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
